Communication Skills & Breaking Bad News: The implications of antenatal screening and testing





Training aims:


The course focuses on self-awareness within the context of antenatal screening and the diagnosis of fetal abnormality and includes a combination of theoretical learning, group-work and discussions. The training affords practitioners an opportunity to develop the skills needed to give sensitive care to their clients.  Emphasis is placed on the parent’s perspective of antenatal screening, and the experience of the health professional.

develop effective listening during times of stress and crisis
